APPLICATION AND TIMING:

Application of DORMONE® is best carried out in the spring and early summer when the weeds and grasses are growing actively.

‘Spraying should be avoided during periods of prolonged drought (unless irrigation is carried out) as poor control of weeds and damage to the,
grass may result.

‘As some of the more difficult weeds may require more than one application for complete control, a second application of DORMONE® may be
made 4-6 weeks after the first. In general several applications of DORMONE® at a low rate will give better results than a single application at a
high rate.
